Who:      All Venturing Crews.
Cost:      $10 per youth, $5 per adult. 

Fee includes patch and program supplies.

Registration form and fees are due by Aug 10, 2010.  Add $3 per person for registration after Aug 10. Patches available for late registration will be limited.

Awards:  There will be Bronze, Gold, and Silver (remember Silver is the highest in Venturing) Medals awarded for each scored event.  There also will be a Traveling Trophy for the overall winning team. This trophy will be competed for each year. The team who wins the Traveling Trophy will also receive free registration the following year to defend their championship.
Physicals:  All Venturers and Leaders MUST have the BSA Annual Health and Medical Record parts A and C. Medical forms will be kept on file at the Olympics Headquarters and returned upon check-out.
Safety:  All BSA requirements for the Guide to Safe Scouting must be observed. Each unit should keep a copy of the guide to Safe Scouting and observe all provisions.
Leadership:  Each Crew should be under the supervision of “two deep leadership”, Co-ed crews must have at least one adult of each gender.
If you do not have adequate leadership, we have a solution!  Let us know on your registration and at check in that you need some extra help and we will wave our magic wand.  We do not want any crew to stay away due to a lack of leadership.  Equipment problems?  We can help there also with advanced notification.

Equipment:  Each crew will be responsible for their transportation, camping equipment and food.
Ground Fires:  Oklahoma is prone to drought.  We may be under Oklahoma fire restrictions for this weekend.  If we are, please BE PREPARED to cook with propane or Coleman stoves.  Hopefully this will not be the case and we will be able to have campfires in an approved fire ring.  As always everyone should use CAUTION.
Campsite:  Each Crew will be assigned a campsite at registration.  Campsites will be inspected by a staff member before you are free to depart.
Vehicles:  Vehicles will be parked in designated parking area only.  You may drive to your campsite to unload and load only.  No vehicles will be parked at campsite.  If you have special needs, let us know at check-in and arrangements will be made.
Lost and Found:  All found items should be brought to the Olympic Headquarters.
First Aid:  There will be a First Aid person at the Olympic Headquarters.
Uniforms:  Your Crew’s official uniform should be worn at the Campfire Awards Ceremony, Flag Ceremonies and Church Service.  During all other activities, it is recommended that team wear a crew t-shirt.  Shorts should be scouting appropriate.
Water:  Since it is August and HOT, water will be provided at all activities.
Conduct:  Everyone is expected to be respectful and courteous at all times.  Respectfully follow the directions of the staff at all times.  Remember that Public Displays of Affection are not allowed.
Saturday Evening Meal:  We would like for every Crew to bring a side dish to the Saturday evening meal.  Side dishes should be enough for your crew.  Meat, bread, potatoes, and drinks will be provided.  We also encourage all crews to enter a dessert in the dessert contest – this will be dessert for the evening meal. See competitions page for more information.
Teams:  Each team will consist of four participants.  Not every person will compete in each event, so choose your team members wisely (some events will require all team members, others will require only 2). A crew may enter as many teams as desired.  Don’t have enough for a team, come anyway.  We may be able to help with that.
